KL Bird Park is the home 
to more than 2,000 birds of approximately 200 species of  local and foreign 
birds. One of KL Bird Park's most extraordinary feature is that, birds are let free 
in the aviary which closely resembles their natural habitat. With this free-flight 
concept, birds are able to breed naturally in this unique environment. The KL 
Bird Park is also reputed to be the largest walk-in free-flight aviary in the world. 
Also  visit  the  Orchid  garden.  After  an  Indian  lunch  proceed  to  visit  the 
observatory deck of the famous Menara KL Tower for a 360 degree view of this 
beautiful city. Continue on a guided tour of this bustling city. Visit the Golden 
Triangle – the commercial centre, see the King’s Palace – residence of the 
ruler  of  Malaysia,  The  National  Mosque,  the  National  monument  and  the 
superb  buildings  at  the  Independence  square.  Make  a  photo  stop  of  the 
magnificent Petronas Twin Towers, one of the tallest buildings in the world.
